The ADTTP provides medical oncologists advanced training in state-of-the-science principles and technologies of developmental therapeutics, by utilizing the unique resources available within NCI.
Responsibilities

· Participate in clinical research conducted at the NIH Clinical Center in Bethesda, MD, DTC
· Reﬁne skills in clinical investigation, including novel strategies for trial design and methodology, protocol development, execution, monitoring, conformity with ethical standards, and formulation of attainable and pertinent laboratory correlates
· Spend 40 to 60 percent of time in clinical investigations involving inpatients and outpatients at the NIH Clinical Center, including a minimum of 2 days in DTC clinic activities.
· Opportunity to spend time in DCTD’s Cancer Therapy Evaluation Program (CTEP). The CTEP component of the training will broaden the trainee’s knowledge of new drug development by providing a unique opportunity to learn the principles and concepts of agent prioritization, drug development strategies, protocol development and review, investigational new drug (IND) application requirements, and adverse event assessment and reporting.
Qualiﬁcations
Candidates must meet the following requirements:
· M.D. or an equivalent degree with a license to practice medicine in the United States
· Completion of subspecialty training in adult medical oncology at a U.S. accredited
institution
· Board certiﬁcation or eligibility in medical oncology
A full federal package of beneﬁts (including retirement, leave, health and life insurance,
and a 401K-equivalent savings plan, etc.) is available. This is a time-limited federal

appointment not-to-exceed three years because there is no assurance of a tenure-track or permanent position with NCI or NIH upon completion of the program. Salary will be commensurate with training and experience.
