In 100 people receiving Doxorubicin, Vinblastine, Dacarbazine (AVD) with Nivolumab, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Cough, shortness of breath
· High blood pressure which may cause headaches, dizziness, blurred vision
· Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require transfusion
· Bruising, bleeding
· Diarrhea, nausea, vomiting, loss of appetite, constipation, belly pain 
· Sores on lips and in the mouth or throat, difficulty swallowing
· Muscle weakness, cramps or stiffness
· Burning, numbness, tingling or painful sensations
· Headache
· Pain, including at the tumor 
· Cold symptoms such as stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat
· Red colored urine, saliva, or sweat
· Fever
· Tiredness
· Rash, itching, blistering, peeling of skin 
· Hair loss



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Doxorubicin, Vinblastine, Dacarbazine (AVD) with Nivolumab, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Heart failure or heart attack which may cause shortness of breath, swelling of ankles, cough or tiredness which may occur years after the dose
· Abnormal heartbeat which may cause fainting 
· High blood pressure which may cause headaches, dizziness, blurred vision
· Seizure
· Inflammation of a vein which may cause pain or tenderness
· Lung problems including fluid around the lung leading to shortness of breath, cough, chest pain
· Swelling of the body, arms, legs
· Damage to the liver which may cause belly pain, bleeding, yellowing of eyes and skin
· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· SIADH – syndrome of inappropriate antidiuretic hormone which may cause swelling that may be accompanied by confusion, and dizziness
· A tear or a hole in the throat or bowels which may cause pain or may require surgery
· Blockage or swelling of the bowels which may cause pain, vomiting
· Sores in the stomach or rectum
· Heartburn
· Dehydration
· Absence of menstrual period or early menopause
· Damage to sperm
· Swelling and redness of the eye, visual loss
· Depression, confusion
· Dizziness, difficulty sleeping
· Flu-like symptoms including fever, chills, body aches, muscle pain 
· Weight loss or weight gain 
· Swelling, pain, and redness at the site of the medication injection or area of previous radiation
· Damage to the skin which may cause pain
· Red, dry, scaly patches of thickened skin (psoriasis)
· Hives, facial flushing
· Dry eyes, dry mouth 
· Changes to the nails, change in color of the nail beds, skin, or gums



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Doxorubicin, Vinblastine, Dacarbazine (AVD) with Nivolumab, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Makes the immune system too active so it attacks the cells or organs of the body, which may cause fever, rash, yellow eyes and skin, shortness of breath, headache, weakness, swollen lymph nodes 
· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
· Blood clot in lung which may cause swelling, pain, shortness of breath
· Internal bleeding which may cause belly pain, black tarry stool, blood in vomit
· Damage to the bone marrow, which may result in leukemia (cancer of the bone marrow) 
· Swelling of the brain which may cause headache, blurred vision, stiff neck, and/or confusion
· Swelling of the spinal cord which may cause pain and weakness
· Difficulty with hearing and balance
· Tiredness and low blood pressure which may cause feeling faint
· Diabetes
· Sinusoidal obstructive syndrome (SOS) which may cause damage to the liver, yellowing of the eyes and skin, swelling
· Rejection of transplanted organ or tissue
· Complications of stem cell transplant where donor cells attack the recipient’s organs
· Guillain-Barre syndrome which may cause numbness and tingling of the arms, legs, and upper body, shortness of breath
· Vogt-Koyanagi-Harada syndrome, which may cause flu-like symptoms, blurred vision, ringing in the ears, changes in hair or hair loss, swelling, tenderness
· Damage to the muscles which may cause muscle pain, dark red urine
· Sensitivity of eyes to light
· Skin rash developing 1-8 weeks after a drug is given which may be accompanied by fever, lymph node swelling and organ failure
· Stevens-Johnson syndrome which may cause severe skin rash with blisters and peeling which can involve mouth and other parts of the body
· Increased risk of sunburn
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
