In 100 people receiving Blinatumomab, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Reaction during or following infusion of the drug which may cause fever, chills, rash, low blood pressure, swelling
· [bookmark: _Ref209542653]Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low[endnoteRef:1] [1:  For Acute Lymphoblastic Leukemia (ALL) patients not in remission, this side effect is more common.  Otherwise, for Acute Lymphoblastic Leukemia (ALL) patients in remission, this side effect is typically rare.] 

· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions†
· Bruising, bleeding†
· Nausea, diarrhea
· Abnormal body movement (tremor)
· Headache
· Pain
· Fever
· Rash



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Blinatumomab, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· [bookmark: _Hlk200106960]Condition that may occur after treatment with some types of immunotherapy caused by rapid release of substances from immune cells into the bloodstream. This may result in fever, nausea, weight gain, rash, rapid heartbeat, low blood pressure, trouble breathing, and in rare cases, multiorgan failure.
· High blood pressure which may cause headaches, dizziness, blurred vision
· Abnormal heartbeat or low blood pressure which may cause fainting
· Chest pain
· Flushing
· Seizure (higher risk in patients with Down Syndrome), confusion, disorientation, difficulty talking, difficulty with balance or walking, reduced sense of touch
· Damage to the brain (possibly related to immunotherapy) which may cause tiredness and changes in thinking
· Loss of consciousness – NOTE: Patients should not drive or operate heavy machinery
· Cough, shortness of breath
· Belly pain
· Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Tumor lysis syndrome which may cause kidney damage which may require dialysis
· Depression
