In 100 people receiving Brentuximab vedotin, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Cough
· Cold symptoms such as stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Bruising, bleeding
· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, belly pain
· Pain, muscle weakness
· Numbness and tingling of the arms, legs, fingers, toes
· Tiredness
· Fever



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Brentuximab vedotin, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Shortness of breath
· Swelling of arms, legs, lymph nodes
· Constipation
· Muscle cramp
· Headache, dizziness
· Worry, difficulty sleeping
· Loss of appetite, weight loss
· Chills, increased sweating
· Dry skin, itching
· Hair loss



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Brentuximab vedotin, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
· Abnormal heartbeat which may cause fainting
· Brain damage, progressive multifocal leukoencephalopathy (PML), which may cause tiredness, changes in thinking
· Acute respiratory distress syndrome which may cause damage to the lungs and shortness of breath
· Lung collapse which may cause chest pain, shortness of breath
· Damage to the lungs which may cause shortness of breath, cough, wheezing
· Blood clot in the lung which may cause swelling, pain, shortness of breath
· Internal bleeding which may cause belly pain, black tarry stool, blood in vomit
· A condition with high blood sugar which leads to tiredness, frequent urination, excessive thirst, headache, nausea and vomiting, and can result in coma
· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling
· Tumor lysis syndrome which may cause kidney damage which may require dialysis
· Swelling of the bowels which may cause pain, diarrhea
· Blockage of the bowels which may cause pain, vomiting, constipation
· A tear or hole in the bowels which may cause pain or that may require surgery
· Stevens-Johnson syndrome which may cause severe skin rash with blisters and peeling which can involve mouth and other parts of the body
