In 100 people receiving Brigatinib, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· High blood pressure which may cause headaches, dizziness, blurred vision
· Cough, shortness of breath
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, belly pain, loss of appetite
· Pain
· Headache, tiredness
· Itching, rash



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Brigatinib, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Abnormal heartbeat which may cause fainting
· Swelling of the body, arms, legs
· Damage to the lungs which may cause shortness of breath, cough, wheezing
· Swelling of the throat and sinuses (might not be caused by infection) which may cause difficulty breathing and swallowing
· Cold symptoms such as stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat
· Bruising, bleeding
· Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Heartburn, constipation
· Dizziness, difficulty sleeping
· Numbness and tingling of the arms, legs, fingers, and/or toes
· Muscle cramp, muscle weakness
· Blurred vision, visual disturbances, discomfort from light, cloudiness of the eyes
· Fever
· Dry skin, increased risk of sunburn



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Brigatinib, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Blood clot which may cause swelling, pain, shortness of breath
· Stroke which may cause paralysis, weakness, headache
· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling
· Hand-foot syndrome (palmar-plantar erythrodysesthesia) which may cause redness, pain, or peeling of palms and soles
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
