In 100 people receiving Dabrafenib, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· A new cancer resulting from treatment
· Cough
· Fever
· Headache
· Pain in joints, muscles, back
· Hand-foot syndrome (palmar-plantar erythrodysesthesia) which may cause redness, pain or peeling of palms and soles
· Skin changes, rash, hair loss



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Dabrafenib, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Swelling and redness of the throat and sinuses which may cause difficulty breathing and swallowing
· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Belly pain, constipation
· Tiredness, muscle weakness
· Dizziness
· Chills
· Swelling and redness of the eye
· Increased risk of sunburn
· Blisters on the skin, dry skin



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Dabrafenib, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Change in heart rhythm
· Anemia, kidney problems which may cause tiredness, bruising, swelling
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
