	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Darolutamide, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Pain in arms, legs
· Tiredness
· Rash



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Darolutamide, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Heart attack or heart failure which may cause chest pain, shortness of breath, swelling of ankles, and tiredness 
· Heart stops beating
· High blood pressure which may cause headaches, dizziness, blurred vision
· Seizure
· Blood clot in lung which may cause swelling, pain, shortness of breath
· Blood in urine
· Difficulty emptying the bladder or urinating
· Diarrhea, nausea
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
