In 100 people receiving Enasidenib mesylate, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, loss of appetite



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Enasidenib mesylate, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· [bookmark: _Hlk204617786]Differentiation syndrome which may cause shortness of breath, fever, weight gain, and fluid in the lung or heart
· Change in heart rhythm
· Acute respiratory distress syndrome which may cause damage to the lungs and shortness of breath
· Fluid around lungs which may cause shortness of breath
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Bruising, bleeding
· Tumor lysis syndrome which may cause kidney damage which may require dialysis
· Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Changes in taste
· Tiredness
