In 100 people receiving Ensartinib, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Swelling of the body, arms, legs, face, eyes
· Cough
· Decreased number of types of white blood cells which may be associated with an increased risk of infection
· Nausea, constipation
· Muscle pain, tiredness
· Fever
· Itching, rash



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Ensartinib, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Abnormal heartbeat which may cause fainting
· Damage to the lungs which may cause shortness of breath, cough, wheezing
· Cold symptoms such as stuff nose, sneezing, sore throat
· Bleeding
· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling, belly pain, bleeding
· Vomiting, changes in taste, loss of appetite
· Blurred vision, visual disturbances, seeing spots before eyes
· Dizziness
· Hair loss, dry skin



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Ensartinib, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Skin rash developing 1-8 weeks after a drug is given which may be accompanied by fever, lymph node swelling and organ failure
· Increased risk of sunburn
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
