In 100 people receiving Inotuzumab ozogamicin, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Bruising, bleeding (including nosebleed)
· Nausea, vomiting, belly pain
· Tiredness, headache
· Fever



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Inotuzumab ozogamicin, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Reaction during or following infusion of the drug which may cause fever, chills, rash, low blood pressure
· Change in the heart rhythm
· Abnormal heartbeat or low blood pressure which may cause fainting
· Swelling of the body, belly
· Cough, shortness of breath
· Sinusoidal obstructive syndrome (SOS) which may cause damage to the liver, yellowing of the eyes and skin, swelling
· Tumor lysis syndrome which may cause kidney damage which may require dialysis
· Diarrhea, constipation, bloating, loss of appetite
· Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Muscle weakness
· Pain
· Weight gain
· Chills
· Worry
· Rash, itching, increased sweating
