In 100 people receiving Larotrectinib, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Cough
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Infection, especially which white blood cell count is low
· Nausea, vomiting, constipation, diarrhea, belly pain
· Fever
· Tiredness, dizziness
· Muscle pain
· Rash



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Larotrectinib, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Swelling of the body, arms, legs, face
· Trouble with memory, confusion, sensing things that are not there, change in thinking patterns, difficulty concentrating; NOTE - Patients should not drive or operate heavy machinery
· Shortness of breath
· Swelling and redness of the throat and sinuses
· Cold symptoms such as stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat
· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling
· Loss of appetite
· Broken bone 
· Headache
· Depression, worry, restlessness, irritability, difficulty sleeping
· Weight gain
