In 100 people receiving Lutetium Lu 177 dotatate, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Bruising, bleeding
· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, belly pain, loss of appetite
· Tiredness



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Lutetium Lu 177 dotatate, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Abnormal heartbeat which may cause fainting
· High blood pressure which may cause headaches, dizziness, blurred vision
· Swelling of arms, legs
· Flushing
· Cough
· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Need to urinate more often than usual, painful urination, inability to control urine
· Constipation, changes in taste
· Pain in muscles, arms, legs, neck, back
· Headache, dizziness
· Worry
· Fever
· Hair loss



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Lutetium Lu 177 dotatate, 3 or fewer may have:

	· A medical emergency due to a tumor releasing large amounts of hormones and excess chemicals into the blood stream. This may cause flushing, fainting, diarrhea, breathing problems, and an abnormal heartbeat.
· Heart attack which may cause chest pain, shortness of breath
· Heart failure which may cause shortness of breath, swelling of ankles, and tiredness
· Precancer syndrome which may cause damage to the bone marrow (irreversible) which may cause infection, bleeding, may require transfusions
· Low blood pressure which may cause feeling faint
· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling
· Inability to have children
· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
· A new cancer (including leukemia) resulting from treatment
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
