In 100 people receiving Neratinib, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Diarrhea, which may be severe
· Nausea, vomiting, belly pain
· Tiredness



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Neratinib, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Nosebleed
· Infection which may cause painful and frequent urination
· Dehydration
· Weight loss
· Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Bloating, heartburn, loss of appetite
· Muscle cramp
· Change in nails, dry skin or mouth, rash



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Neratinib, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling
· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
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
