In 100 people receiving Obinutuzumab, Chlorambucil, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Reaction during or following infusion of the drug which may cause fever, chills, rash, low blood pressure
· Cough
· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require transfusion
· Bruising, bleeding
· Muscle pain
· Rash



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Obinutuzumab, Chlorambucil, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Swelling and redness of the throat and sinuses (might not be caused by infection) which may cause difficulty breathing and swallowing
· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation
· Sores in mouth
· Absence of menstrual period
· Fever
· Back pain
· Muscle cramp, muscle weakness



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Obinutuzumab, Chlorambucil, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Increased risk of heart attack or heart failure
· Blood clot which may cause bleeding
· Brain damage, progressive multifocal leukoencephalopathy (PML), which may cause tiredness, changes in thinking
· Seizure, abnormal body movement, difficulty walking
· Confusion, sensing things that are not there, restlessness
· Damage to or scarring of the lungs which may cause shortness of breath, cough, wheezing
· A new cancer (including leukemia) resulting from treatment
· Tumor lysis syndrome which may cause kidney damage which may require dialysis
· Prior liver infection (Hepatitis B) that returns which may cause yellow eyes and skin, tiredness
· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling
· Irritation of the bladder which may cause pain
· A tear or hole in the bowels which may cause pain or may require surgery
· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
· Inability to have children
· Stevens-Johnson syndrome which may cause severe skin rash with blisters and peeling which can involve mouth and other parts of the body
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
