In 100 people receiving Nivolumab and Relatlimab (Opdualag), more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Diarrhea
· Pain in muscles, bones
· Tiredness
· Itching, rash



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Nivolumab and Relatlimab (Opdualag), from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Reaction during or following infusion of the drug which may cause fever, chills, rash, low blood pressure
· Cough
· Tiredness and low blood pressure which may cause feeling faint
· Swelling of the bowels which may cause pain, diarrhea
· Nausea, loss of appetite
· Damage to the liver which may cause yellow eyes and skin, tiredness
· Weight gain or weight loss
· Patches of skin color loss



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Nivolumab and Relatlimab (Opdualag), 3 or fewer may have:

	· Makes the immune system too active so it attacks the cells or organs of the body which may cause fever, rash, yellow eyes and skin, shortness of breath, headache, weakness, swollen lymph nodes
· Damage to the heart or heart attack which may cause chest pain, shortness of breath
· Internal bleeding which may cause belly pain, black tarry stool, blood in vomit
· Swelling of the brain which may cause headache, blurred vision, stiff neck, and/or confusion
· Swelling of the spinal cord which may cause pain and weakness
· Fluid around lungs or damage to the lungs which may cause shortness of breath, cough, wheezing
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Diabetes
· Rejection of transplanted organ or tissue
· Complications of stem cell transplant where donor cells attack the recipient’s organs
· Damage to the muscles which may cause muscle pain, dark red urine
· Sensitivity of eyes to light, vision problems
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
