In 100 people receiving Pertuzumab, Trastuzumab, and Hyaluronidase-zzxf (Phesgo), more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation
· Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Pain
· Tiredness
· Swelling and redness at the area of radiation
· Hair loss



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Pertuzumab, Trastuzumab, and Hyaluronidase-zzxf (Phesgo), from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Change in heart function
· Swelling of arms, legs, body
· Cough, shortness of breath
· Swelling and redness of the throat and sinuses which may cause difficulty breathing and swallowing
· Cold symptoms such as stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat 
· Nosebleed, runny nose
· Belly pain, heartburn, hemorrhoids, changes in taste, loss of appetite
· Headache, dizziness, difficulty sleeping
· Numbness and tingling of the arms, legs, fingers, and/or toes
· Muscle cramps, muscle weakness
· Flushing, fever
· Dry eye, watering eyes
· Weight loss
· Reaction during or following infusion of the drug which may cause fever, chills, rash, low blood pressure
· Swelling, redness, and pain at the site of the medication injection
· Hand-foot syndrome (palmar-plantar erythrodysesthesia) which may cause redness, pain or peeling of palms and soles
· Swollen or broken skin around the nail which may cause redness or infection
· Rash, blisters on the skin, dry skin, itching, changes in skin or nails



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Pertuzumab, Trastuzumab, and Hyaluronidase-zzxf (Phesgo), 3 or fewer may have:

	· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
· Damage to the heart or heart failure which may cause shortness of breath, swelling of ankles, and tiredness
· Abnormal heartbeat which may cause fainting
· High blood pressure which may cause headaches, dizziness, blurred vision
· Acute respiratory distress syndrome which may cause damage to the lungs and shortness of breath
· Damage to the lungs which may cause shortness of breath, cough, wheezing
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
