In 100 people receiving Pomalidomide, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Cough, shortness of breath
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Bruising, bleeding (including nosebleed)
· Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Swelling of arms, legs
· Nausea, diarrhea, constipation, loss of appetite
· Dizziness
· Muscle cramp, muscle weakness
· Pain in muscles, bones, joints
· Cold symptoms such as stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat
· Chills, fever
· Tiredness
· Rash, dry skin



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Pomalidomide, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Vomiting
· Dehydration
· Increased sweating, night sweats
· Abnormal body movement
· Headache
· Worry, confusion
· Difficulty sleeping
· Weight loss
· Itching



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Pomalidomide, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
· Heart attack which may cause chest pain, shortness of breath
· Blood clot, including in the lung, which may cause swelling, pain, shortness of breath
· Stroke which may cause paralysis, weakness, headache
· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling
· Tumor lysis syndrome which may cause kidney damage which may require dialysis
· Blood in urine
· Stevens-Johnson syndrome which may cause severe skin rash with blisters and peeling which can involve mouth and other parts of the body
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
