In 100 people receiving Sargramostim, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· High blood pressure which may cause headaches, dizziness, blurred vision
· Swelling of the body
· Infection
· [bookmark: _Hlk207315930]Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, belly pain, loss of appetite, weight loss
· Headache, difficulty sleeping
· Flu-like symptoms including chills, fever, tiredness, muscle pain
· Redness, swelling, itching at site of injection



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Sargramostim, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Chest pain, shortness of breath
· Abnormal heartbeat which may cause fainting
· Internal bleeding which may cause black tarry stool, or blood in vomit
· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Bleeding of the eye which may cause blurred vision with a chance of blindness
· Difficulty swallowing
· Nosebleed
· Worry



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Sargramostim, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Bleeding in the brain which may cause headache, confusion
· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
· Capillary Leak syndrome which may cause fluid in the organs, low blood pressure, shortness of breath, swelling of ankles
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
