In 100 people receiving Selinexor, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Bruising, bleeding
· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, loss of appetite
· Tiredness, confusion
· Fever
· Weight loss



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Selinexor, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Low blood pressure which may cause feeling faint
· Swelling of the body, arms, legs, face
· Cough, shortness of breath
· Cold symptoms such as stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat
· Dehydration
· Belly pain, changes in taste
· Numbness and tingling of the arms, legs, fingers, and/or toes
· Headache, dizziness
· Sensing things that are not there, trouble with memory, sudden severe confusion
· Falling
· Blurred vision, visual disturbances, cloudiness of the eye
· Muscle pain



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Selinexor, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Heart failure which may cause shortness of breath, swelling of ankles, and tiredness
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
