In 100 people receiving Talimogene laherparepvec (T-VEC), more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Flu-like symptoms including fever, chills, body aches, muscle pain
· Nausea, vomiting
· Fever, chills
· Tiredness
· Pain, swelling, and redness at the site of injection



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Talimogene laherparepvec (T-VEC), from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Sores in the mouth, nose, or genitals which may cause pain
· Eye infection which may lead to blindness
· Diarrhea, constipation, belly pain
· Headache, dizziness
· Pain in joints, muscles, arms, legs, mouth and throat
· Weight loss
· Rash, blisters on the skin, worsening of psoriasis
· Patches of light skin color



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Talimogene laherparepvec (T-VEC), 3 or fewer may have:

	· Blood clot which may cause swelling, pain, shortness of breath
· Swelling or tenderness of vessels
· Damage to the lungs which may cause shortness of breath, cough, wheezing
· Blockage of the airway which may cause shortness of breath
· Malignant tumor that grows at injection site
· Internal bleeding which may cause belly pain
· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Non-healing wound
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
