In 100 people receiving Talazoparib, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, loss of appetite
· Headache, tiredness
· Hair loss



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Talazoparib, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Bruising, bleeding
· Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Heartburn, belly pain, changes in taste
· Dizziness



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Talazoparib, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Bleeding in the brain which may cause headache, confusion
· Cancer of bone marrow caused by therapy
· Precancer syndrome which may cause damage to the bone marrow (irreversible) which may cause infection, bleeding, may require transfusions
· Fever
· Sinusoidal obstructive syndrome (SOS) which may cause damage to the liver, yellowing of the eyes and skin, swelling
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
