In 100 people receiving Teclistamab, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Reaction during or following a drug infusion, which may cause low blood pressure, rash, fever, chills, difficulty breathing, rapid heartbeat, nausea, and kidney damage
· Abnormal heartbeat which may cause fainting
· Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of the eyes and skin, swelling
· Nausea, diarrhea
· Confusion, headache, trouble speaking, changes in your handwriting, difficulty walking
· Cold symptoms such as stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat
· Tiredness, weakness
· Fever
· Pain
· Swelling and redness at the site of the medication injection



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Teclistamab, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· High blood pressure which may cause headaches, dizziness, blurred vision
· Low blood pressure which may cause feeling faint
· Abnormal heartbeat which may cause fainting
· Swelling of the body, arms, legs, face
· Brain damage, progressive multifocal leukoencephalopathy (PML) which may cause tiredness, changes in thinking
· Bleeding
· Cough
· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Vomiting, constipation, loss of appetite
· Uncontrolled movements
· Numbness and tingling of the arms, legs, fingers, toes
· Chills



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Teclistamab, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
· Seizure
· Guillain-Barre syndrome which may cause numbness and tingling of the arms, legs and upper body, shortness of breath
· Blood in the abdomen
