	[bookmark: _Hlk195280665]Common side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Thiotepa, Cyclophosphamide, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require transfusion
· Bruising, bleeding
· [bookmark: _Hlk191985548]Blood in urine
· [bookmark: _Hlk191985636]Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, loss of appetite, pain in belly
· [bookmark: _Hlk191986071]Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Prior viral infection that returns which may cause diarrhea, blindness
· [bookmark: _Hlk191986120]Absence of menstrual period which may decrease the ability to have children
· Fever
· [bookmark: _Hlk191986090]Hair loss, skin changes, rash, change in nails



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Thiotepa, Cyclophosphamide, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Fluid around the heart which may cause shortness of breath
· Bleeding from multiple sites including the brain and depending on the site may cause headache, confusion, belly pain, black tarry stool, or blood in vomit
· Seizure
· Damage to the bone marrow (irreversible) which may cause infection, bleeding, may require transfusions
· Sinusoidal obstructive syndrome (SOS) which may cause damage to the liver, yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling
· Loss or absence of sperm which may lead to an inability to father children
· Swelling and redness of the whites of the eye, blurred vision
· Severe skin rash with blisters and peeling which can involve mouth and other parts of the body



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Thiotepa, Cyclophosphamide, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Damage to the heart or heart failure which may cause shortness of breath, swelling of ankles, cough or tiredness
· Swelling of the body including the brain which may cause dizziness, confusion
· Damage to the lungs or scarring of the lungs which may cause shortness of breath, cough, wheezing
· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Myelodysplastic syndrome which may cause damage to the bone marrow (irreversible) which may cause infection, bleeding, may require transfusions
· A new cancer (including leukemia) resulting from treatment
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
