In 100 people receiving Tovorafenib, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Swelling of the body, arms, legs, face
· Cold symptoms such as stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat
· Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low
· [bookmark: _Hlk206162583]Bleeding, including nosebleed or internal bleeding
· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, belly pain
· Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Fever
· Headache, tiredness
· Rash, itching, dry skin, acne, hair color changes
· Swollen or broken skin around the nail which may cause redness or infection



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Tovorafenib, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling
