In 100 people receiving Trabectidin, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Swelling of arms, legs
· Shortness of breath
· Infection, possibly in the blood, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Anemia which may cause tiredness, or may require blood transfusions
· Bruising, bleeding
· Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, loss of appetite
· Headache, tiredness



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Trabectidin, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Damage to the heart or blood clot in the lungs, either of which may cause shortness of breath, swelling of ankles, and tiredness
· Blood clot in lung which may cause swelling, pain, shortness of breath
· Sores in mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Feeling of “pins and needles” in arms and legs, numbness
· Muscle, bone, or joint pain, muscle weakness; if very severe can cause damage to the muscles, and potentially kidney injury
· Difficulty sleeping



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Trabectidin, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Capillary leak syndrome which may cause fluid in the organs, low blood pressure, shortness of breath, swelling of ankles
· Kidney damage which may cause swelling, may require dialysis
· Liver damage which may cause yellowing of eyes and skin, swelling
· Damage to the muscles which may cause muscle pain, dark red urine
· Swelling and redness at the site of the medication
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
