	COMMON, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Triptorelin, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Hot flashes



	OCCASIONAL, SOME MAY BE SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Triptorelin, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· High blood pressure which may cause blurred vision
· Swelling of arms, legs
· Blockage of the airway which may cause cough
· Infection which may cause frequent urination, painful or difficulty emptying the bladder or urinating
· Diabetes
· Nausea, vomiting, constipation
· Pain in belly which may cause diarrhea
· Breast tenderness or swelling
· Decrease of sexual ability or desire, shrinkage of the testis
· Pain including in bones and joints
· Numbness, pain, and tingling of the arms, legs, fingers, and/or toes
· Difficulty sleeping, depression, changes in mood
· Dizziness
· Headache
· Swelling or redness at the site of injection
· Flu-like symptoms including fever, chills, body aches, muscle pain



	RARE, AND SERIOUS
In 100 people receiving Triptorelin, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Heart attack which may cause chest pain, shortness of breath 
· Sudden cardiac death
· Stroke which may cause paralysis, weakness, headache
· Mini-stroke
· Seizure
· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
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
