[bookmark: _Hlk216188178]In 100 people receiving Vismodegib, more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Nausea, diarrhea, constipation, loss of appetite
· Changes in taste or abnormal taste
· Absence of menstrual period
· Muscle cramp
· Tiredness
· Weight loss
· Hair loss



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Vismodegib, from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Vomiting
· Pain in joints



	Rare side effects that are serious
In 100 people receiving Vismodegib, 3 or fewer may have:

	· Damage to the liver which may cause belly pain, bleeding
· In children and adolescents: Bone growth may stop early leading to short stature
· Skin rash developing 1-8 weeks after a drug is given which may be accompanied by fever, lymph node swelling and organ failure
· Stevens-Johnson syndrome which may cause severe skin rash with blisters and peeling which can involve mouth and other parts of the body
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
