In 100 people receiving Daunorubicin and Cytarabine Liposome (Vyxeos), more than 20 and up to 100 may have:

	· Abnormal heartbeat
· Low blood pressure which may cause feeling faint
· Cough, shortness of breath
· Infection, especially when white blood cell count is low
· Anemia which may require blood transfusion
· Bruising, bleeding
· Constipation, diarrhea, nausea, vomiting, pain in belly
· Sores in the mouth which may cause difficulty swallowing
· Decreased appetite
· Swelling of the body
· Pain
· Tiredness, fever, chills
· Difficulty sleeping
· Dizziness, headache
· Rash



	Occasional side effects (some may be serious)
In 100 people receiving Daunorubicin and Cytarabine Liposome (Vyxeos), from 4 to 20 may have:

	· Allergic reaction which may cause rash, low blood pressure, wheezing, shortness of breath, swelling of the face or throat
· High blood pressure which may cause dizziness
· Chest pain

· Fluid around lungs
· Severe blood infection
· Kidney damage which may require dialysis

	Rare side effects that are serious
